Exceptions to disclosure fall into two general categories: 1) mandatory exceptions that make information 
confidential and require a governmental body to withhold information, and 2) discretionary exceptions 
that allow but do not require a governmental body to withhold information.  You may find 
information about mandatory and discretionary exceptions HERE.

In most instances, a governmental body is required to request a decision from the Attorney General in order to 
withhold information from a requestor. However, a requestor may permit a governmental body to redact 
information without requesting an Attorney General decision. You are not required to agree to the redaction of 
any information responsive to your request, but doing so may streamline the handling of your request. If you 
agree to redactions in this request, then you may request the redacted information in a future information request.

	Description of the Information Requested: To: Public Information Officer / City Secretary Re: Records Request – Officer Allan Schieck (K9 Unit) Pursuant to the Texas Public Information Act (Chapter 552, Government Code), I hereby request the following public records related to the employment and activity of Officer Allan Schieck: 1. Personnel & Disciplinary Records: All internal affairs (IA) investigations, sustained or unsustained, including all "use of force" reports, citizen complaints, and internal memoranda regarding job performance or conduct since his date of hire. A copy of his TCOLE F-5 (Report of Separation) from his previous employer (Addison PD) as submitted to your department during the hiring process. All 'Brady' or 'Giglio' notices, or internal communications regarding Officer Schieck's inclusion on a disclosure list for the Denton County District Attorney’s Office. 2. K9 Activity & Search Records: All K9 deployment logs for K9 Marshall (or any other K9 handled by Officer Schieck). A summary or list of all "sniffs" conducted, including the location of the stop, the reason for the stop, whether an "alert" was signaled by the K9, and whether a subsequent search resulted in the discovery of contraband. 3. Arrest & Citation Logs: A list of all citations issued and arrests made by Officer Schieck from his date of hire to the present, including the date, time, and specific charges for each incident. 4. Communications: All emails, text messages (on city-issued devices), or internal communications sent or received by any department supervisor (Rank of Sergeant or above) that mention "Allan Schieck" or "Schieck" in relation to citizen complaints or performance reviews. The signed 'Background Confirmation Form' or 'Authorization for Release of Information' for Allan Schieck, and any correspondence between Elm Ridge PD and Addison PD regarding his hiring." I request that these records be provided in electronic format. If any part of this request is denied based on an exception to the TPIA, please cite the specific exception and provide the remaining non-exempt portions of the records.
